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COMMUNIQUE RELEASED AT THE END OF JOINT

NUPENGASSAN EMERGENCY NEC MEETING HELD AT ROCKVIEW

HOTEL ABUJA ON JULY 2, 2009.

At the end of the Joint Emergency National Executive Council Meeting, the
following resolutions were passed:-

STATE OF THE NATION

1.

The Joint NEC-In-Session discussed and reviewed the state of the
Nation; and concluded that the state of our infrastructure is nothing to
write home about. Especially the pitiable state of cur roads, and poor
level of power generation and distribution, which in turn has led to poor
level of industrial development.

On the issue of security and safety of industry personnel and work
locationg, the Joint NEC-In-Session advised its members to be maore
vigilant, while hoping that the Amnesty granted the miiitants in the
Niger Delta Region will yield the desired result. It is in light of the
above, the Joint NEC-In-Session express our endorsement of fhe
Federal Government’s recent declaration of amnesty over the militancy
situation in the Niger Delta region
